We still thank God for the Ukrainian Orthodox Church in Canada
which is now in the second century here in Canada because of the efforts of early faithful
pioneers who sought to find a home for God in this new land. Newly-arrived Ukrainians can still
find spiritual comfort in the many Ukrainian Orthodox Churches found all over Alberta and
Canada. We also extend a helping hand to all newly-arrived Ukrainians. May they find peace
and freedom here in Canada, as did the pioneers 131 years ago. “ The Cradle of Ukrainian
Settlement in Canada” is extended to new Ukrainians. May God bless all Ukrainian people,
past and present, in Canada.

WHAT IS UKRAINIAN DAY?

The Alberta Ukrainian Pioneers Association began
holding Ukrainian Day events in Elk Island National
Parkin 1940. By 1951, the Ukrainian Canadian Com-
mittee (today the Ukrainian Canadian Congress (UCC))
was created at the national level and became involved
in this activity. At that time, a much larger event was
held, dedicated to the celebration of the 60th anniver-
sary of the arrival of the first two Ukrainians and the
opening ofthe Ukrainian House Monumentinthe park.

Withthe changeinthe mandate of Elk Island Parkin the
late 1970s and the formation of a Provincial Council of
the UCC, the celebration of Ukrainian Day was moved
tothe Ukrainian Cultural Heritage Village, whereit con-
tinued to host thousands of members of the public.

Over the years, many dignitaries have attended
Ukrainian Day, including Canadian Prime Ministers
(SaintLaurent, Pearson, Mulrooney), Lieutenant Gover-
nors of Alberta (Mitchell), Alberta Premiers (Lougheed,
Stelmach), government delegations from Ukraine (lva-
no-Frankivskregion),ambassadors of Ukraine to Can-
ada(Maymeskul),and many ministers and members of
the Parliament of Canadaandthe Legislative Assembly
of Alberta. This provides a wonderful opportunity for
themto participatein programsthatcoverawiderange
of the many talents that the Ukrainian community in
Alberta has to offer.

In2016, Ukrainian Day atthe Ukrainian Cultural Heritage
Village celebrated the 125th anniversary of Ukrainian

settlement in Canada. The Stelmach House Learn- ,,

ing Centre opened as a joint collaboration between
UCC-APC and the Government of Alberta to mark this
anniversary. As partof these celebrations, the Govern-
ment of Alberta also announced Ukrainian-Canadian
Heritage Day to be celebrated annually on September 7.

The paralyzing impact of the COVID-19 pandem-
ic on mass events also impacted the celebration of
Ukrainian Day. It was the first year the event could not
be held at all. In 2021, UCC-APC coordinated a virtual
online Ukrainian Day event. In 2022, a hybrid limited
version was hosted at Camp Bar-V-Nok, as well as
online performances.

Lastyear, withthe 130th anniversary of Ukrainian Set-
tlement in Canada, Ukrainian Day was partnered with
the Babas and Borshch Ukrainian Festival in the town
of Lamont (just south of where the first Ukrainians
who settledin Alberta established their colony at Edna
(Star).

Ukrainian Day always has somethingforeveryone. This
year, Ukrainian Day returns to the Ukrainian Cultural
Heritage Village, where we are pleased to be able to
continueto present this holiday of everything Ukrainian
and share it with all of our guests in attendance. De-
spite the horrors that presently continue in Ukraine
and affect us all, we hope that at this year's Ukrainian
Day, you will be able to participate and appreciate our
culture, history, and heritage.

LUCHKOVICH AWARD

HATOPOAA

Michael LUCHKOVICH son of immigrant parents ob-
tained a degree in political science from the Universi-
ty of Calgary and a teachers' certificate from Calgary
Normal School. He taught in Alberta for several years
andbecame an active member of the United Farmers of
Alberta.In 1936 Luchkovich become one of the young-
est MPs in Ottawa and the first MP of Ukrainian origin.
AsthefirstUkrainian MP, Luchkovichrepresented more
than just the people of his riding, but also became the
spokesman forthe 200,000 Ukrainianslivingin Canada.
He publicly responded strongly to statements made
by Bishop Lloyd in 1929, who referred to Ukrainians as
“dirty, ignorant, non-preferred, garlic-smelling, conti-
nentals."

As well as a teacher and politician, Luchkovich was
also a writer and translator. He passed away on April
21,1973, at the age of 80.

Since 1986, the Ukrainian Canadian Congress — Alber-
ta Provincial Council has honoured individuals who
have previously been elected officials with the Michael
Luchkovich Award for their significant contribution
and dedication to the betterment of all Canadians. The
awardis presented annually by the UCC-APC President
during the Ukrainian Day Festival at the Ukrainian Cul-
tural Heritage Village in Alberta.

Mr. Bilous was born and raised in Edmonton and is very proud
of his Ukrainian ancestry. He graduated from the University
of Alberta with a Bachelor of Education degree in 2001 and
taught before being elected to the provincial legislature. He
served as MLA for Edmonton-Beverly-Clareview from 2012-
2023, and held various Ministerial positions from 2015-2019.

Ouropen-airmuseumwas founded
in 1971 by the Ukrainian Cultural
Heritage Village Society withagoal
to develop a heritage village that
commemorated the settlement of
east central Alberta by Ukrainian
settlers. Soon after, the society
bought the present site east of
Elk Island National Park, and be-
gan relocating original buildings
fromfarms, rural communities and
towns of east central Alberta.

The Province of Alberta acquired
the site in 1975 and continues
today to interpret the site's ma-
jor theme of “early Ukrainian set-
tlement in east central Alberta to
1930." As part of this mandate, we
have carried out detailed research,
restoration and furnishing of more
than 40 buildings that have been
moved to the Village site.

Today, visitors to our museum can
step back in time and experience
life in Alberta from 100 or more
years ago. We are a place for ex-
periential learning to Alberta stu-
dents throughout the school year,
and we welcome local residents
and tourists to step back in time
withus during our summer season.
Our open-air museumis notonly a
place tolearn about Ukrainian cul-

ture and heritage in Alberta, but is
alsoservestopreserve and present
Alberta's agricultural history.

Did you know that the Ukrainian
Cultural Heritage Village is not
complete? Work continues to
complete the Village in terms of
missing historic buildings and
missing furnishings. Since 2004,
as part of the UCHV Enrichment
Program initiated by the Friends
of the Ukrainian Village Society,
we have researched, acquired and
conserved 18 of 20 missing build-
ings. Todate, half of these buildings
have opened for the public to view,
including our Galician Farmstead,a
two-room school, teacherage and
other structures.

The story of Ukrainian settle-
ment in Alberta begins at the
Ukrainian Cultural Heritage
Village, an open-air museum
depicting early settlement
in east central Alberta from
1892-1930. Visitors to our
museum step back in time to
experience life in east central
Alberta before 1930.

How can you help us complete our
open-air museum? We are looking
for artifacts that pre-date 1940 to
furnish our collection of historic
buildings. If you have items that
you think will help us furnish our
historicbuildings, please send pho-

tos and a brief description to
uchv@gov.ab.ca.

VILLAGE SOCIETY

The Friends of the Ukrainian Vil-
lage Society (FOUVS) is a charity
and not-for-profit member-driven
organization that promotes and
supports the Ukrainian Cultural
Heritage Village.

Formed in 1984, the Friends of the
Ukrainian Village Society (FOU-
VS) is dedicated to supporting the
Ukrainian Cultural Heritage Village
through educational and cultural
programming that supports an ap-
preciation for Ukrainian-Canadian
heritage in east central Alberta.

As partoftheirmandate foreduca-
tional and cultural programming,
the FOUVS operates a weeklong
summer day camp for children to
step back in time. Participants of
the Historical Children's Program
candress in historical costumes
and participant in cultural and ed-
ucationactivitiestolearnaboutthe
life of early Ukrainian-Canadian
children in east central Alberta.

For two years, the FOUVS is proud
towork withcommunity partnersto
offerthe Historical Children's Camp
to Ukrainian newcomer youth, so
they may learn about the unique
Ukrainian-Canadian culture and
history.

Another component of program-
ming offered by the FOUVS is the
annual Ukrainian Village Music
Fest. Formed in 1985, this festival
has evolved to become a celebra-
tion of Ukrainian-Canadian and
east central Alberta musical roots.
Recognizing how Ukrainian cul-
ture in Alberta has been enriched
with Ukrainians arriving in the past
year, this year's festival on July 16
proudly featured musicians from
both east central Alberta and from
Ukraine.

The Friends of the Ukrainian Vil-
lage Society play a significant role
in every visitor's experience to the
Ukrainian Cultural Heritage Village.

Many of the costumed interpreters
staffing historic buildings are sea-
sonal staff employed by the
FOUVS during the open-air
museum's summer season. The
FOUVS also operates the Kalyna
Kitchen and other food services
on site, as well as operate the gift
shop located in the Visitor Centre.
The FOUVS also accept meeting
and catering requests in the Silska
Domivka Friends Hospitality Centre
during summer and select times of
the fall and winter.

Finally, fundraising is a key com-
ponent of the FOUVS. Through
fundraising events, donations
and membership fees, as well as
revenue fromfood services and gift
shop sales,the FOUVS can support
the Ukrainian Cultural Heritage Vil-
lageto serve as aplace of learning,
a place of gathering, and a place
that connects with local residents,
organizations and tourists.
